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day, and sent them to his vineyard. Going out
at about the third hour he saw others standing
idle in the market place and said to them, “You
go to my vineyard too and I will give you a fair
wage.” So they went. At about the sixth hour
and again at about the ninth hour, he went out
and did the same. Then at about the eleventh
hour he went out and found more men standing
round, and he said to them, “Why have vou
been standing here idle all day?” “Because no
one has hired us” they answered. He said to
them, “You go into my vineyard too.” In the
evening, the owner of the vineyard said to his
bailiff, “Call the workers and pay them their
wages, starting with the last arrivals and ending
with the first.” So those who were hired at about
the eleventh hour came forward and received
one denarius each. When the first came, they
expected to get more, but they too received one
denarius each. They took it, but grumbled at
the landowner. “The men who came last” they
said “have done only one hour, and you have
treated them the same as us, though we have
done a heavy day’s work in all the heat.” He
answered one of them and said, “My friend, 1
am not being unjust to vou; did we not agree
on one denarius? Take your earnings and go.
choose to pay the last-comer as much as [ pay
you. Have I no right to do what I like with my
own? Whv be envious because I am generous?”
Thus the last will be first, and the first, last.’

A SERVICE OF THE SOCIETY OF ST PAUL e
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REFLECTING THE GENEROSITY OF GOD

Today’s Gospel is introduced as a parable
‘about the kingdom of heaven’. That is, it
illustrates the way in which God’s rule is

reclaiming the world for values that allow
people to live lives that are human in the
fullest sense of the word.

In the Palestine of Jesus’ time, employment
was for many a day to day business. Whether
labourers got work—and the wage they needed
to support themselves and their families—
depended on whether they were hired for that
day in the marketplace.

The story presupposes a long working day
with successive hirings during the day. The
‘just wage’ agreed upon at the start of the
day would have been a denarius, the standard
wage for a day’s labour. This is in fact what
everyone receives, but when those who have
laboured since early morning see even the
latecomers paid this wage, they expect that in
their case ‘a just wage’ will mean considerably

more. Hence their grievance.

Jesus’ message is that we cannot simply take
the conventional idea of justice and apply
it without qualification to God. God is just,
but, bevond justice, reserves the right to
be overwhelmingly generous as well. If the
landowner, out of wider social concern,
chooses to be generous and to pay evervone,
deserving or not, what social justice todav
would call a ‘living wage’, this truly reflects the
will and action of God. Aligning ourselves with
this view of God has much to do with allowing
the values of the kingdom to transform our
lives and our world.

Homily

Jesus’ parable on the labourers in the vineyard still has the capacity to raise hackles, and that’s
encouraging. It’s doing what Jesus meant it to do. It offends our sense of what is fair and just.
It uncovers our ingrained habit of calculating what others do or don’t deserve from us or how
much we feel we can or can’t give of ourselves. This seems to have been Jesus’ original purpose
—to shock his hearers with a story of divine generosity not limited by legalistic or self-interested

rules of rationing.

Like the majority of the parables this one will be familiar to most people, so it calls for a special
effort to proclaim it afresh. There is an inbuilt dynamism to the story which helps. The tension
builds up with each successive hiring until the payment is made at the end of the day, and we
hear the punch-line: “Why be envious because | am generous?”” The final saying about the first

and the last seems to be added on to the parable as a general maxim.
