EASTER VIGIL AT 10.00am ON EASTER 
SUNDAY MORNING:  

We usually, because of my age and emphy-
sema, we start the Easter Vigil early. It is 
meant to start only when night has fallen, 
and to finish before the dawn of Easter Sun-
day. A number of factors have come togeth-
er to induce me to make some special ar-
rangements FOR THIS YEAR ONLY. the first 
is my realisation is that 3 Easter Masses has 
become too much for me. The second is that 
Easter this year is going to be at the end of 
the school holidays, and some key helpers 
won't be here (Next Year Easter is on April 4, 
the start of the school holidays, and also the 
morning daylight saving ends, and should 
not present a problem.) The next is that I 
celebrate the Easter Mass at Irymple. This 
year is going to have to be the last time I do 
this. The next is that, unlike with Christmas, 
Red Cliffs needs a Mass Easter Sunday 
morning. The other consideration is I agreed 
some time back to celebrate a baptism on 
Easter Sunday morning at the 10.00 am 
Mass, and invitations for this have gone out. 
So, This year I will celebrate a much simpli-
fied Easter Vigil Mass at Irymple at 6.00 pm 
Saturday April 15; and I will celebrate a sim-
plified Easter Vigil here in Red Cliffs at 10.00 
am Easter Sunday morning.   The other con-
sideration is I agreed some time back to 
celebrate a baptism on Easter Sunday morn-
ing at the 10.00 am Mass, and invitations for 
this have gone out. So, This year I will cele-
brate a much simplified Easter Vigil Mass at 
Irymple at 6.00 pm Saturday April 15; and I 
will celebrate a simplified Easter Vigil here 
in Red Cliffs at 10.00 am Easter Sunday 
morning. 
In both vigils the people's candles will be lit 
only for the renewal of Baptism promises. In 
both cases the Vigil will begin with a smoke-
less fire inside the church.
