What, Me A Contemplative? 

What is a contemplative? Is it only a 

Carmelite nun or a Cistercian monk, living in 

a cloister? 

Does contemplation mean sitting alone, 

silently thinking about the Mystery of God? 

Neither of these is true. Contemplation is the 

calling of every Christian; of anyone seeking 

God. Jesus was a contemplative, but not only 

for the forty days he spent in the desert, or his 

nights away from the crowds up in the hills. 

He saw God in every person, perhaps in 

every sheep and blade of grass. “You are the 

light of the world” (Mt 5:14). “It is God who 

clothes the wild grass” (Mt 6:36) 

To become a contemplative we do need to 

spend time in silence and in asking God to 

help us to know God. Contemplation is the 

process of moving oneself into God’s own 

mind, heart, and consciousness. It comes 

little by little, but it also comes 

instantaneously, when we are blown away by 

something or someone beautiful among 

God’s works. We are meant at some point to 

drop our wordy prayers and move into what 

the ancient mystics call “prayer without 

words”; the prayer of consciousness. This 

prayer is the very breath of life.
