NEWS:
GGOD BOOK TRANSLATED INTO ABORIGI-
NAL LANGUAGE.

About 5000 central Australian Aborigines are
now able to read the Bible in their own Arrernte
language, The Catholic Leader reports.

“It's a project that has taken more than 25
years,” Divine Word Missionaries Fr Prakash
Menezes, who is assistant priest at Our Lady of
the Sacred Heart Parish in Alice Springs, said.

“Having their own language Bible allows people
their own identity now. And to read the Word of
God in their own language has made them hap-

py'77

Completion of the “Angkentye Mwerre” Eastern
and Central Arrernte Shorter Bible was recently
celebrated at a NAIDOC Week Mass in the
OLSH Church in Alice Springs.

The project is the result of a long-term collabo-
ration between indigenous elders in Alice
Springs and Santa Teresa community, and lin-
guists from the Lutheran community and Australi-
an Society for Indigenous Languages (AuSIL).

They have translated the whole of the New Tes-
tament and parts of Genesis, Exodus and Ruth
into Central and Eastern Arrernte language.

“It is a phonetic language, so many are still
learning to read the Bible in their own lan-
guage,” Fr Menezes said.

Originally from India’s Kanataka province in
south-west India, Fr Menezes has spent the past
two-and-a-half years in central Australia. He
believes the new Bible will help breakdown cul-
tural divisions in Alice Springs.

Fr Menezes said a recent example of parish
reconciliation was when indigenous elders decid-
ed to celebrate their Sunday Mass in Arrernte
language in the “main church”, instead of the
small chapel where the community usually wor-
ships.

SCRIPTURE REFLECTION:

Two themes seem to weave through
the readings for this Sunday: treasure
and delight. The treasure is the ex-
traordinary gift that comes from God;
the delight is the joy that we experi-
ence when we realise that the treasure
is ours. A third theme, which is found in
the first reading, picks up a theme that
we have considered several times
during this period of Ordinary Time,
namely, service of others.

We need not work to attain the
kingdom, nor can we earn it in any
way. It is given to us by God. All we
have to do is accept it.

Solomon chose to be of service to oth-
ers. In this he is a model for disciples
to follow. We have discovered the
treasure in the field; we have found
the pearl of great price. What we
have been given, we must now give to
others. In giving we will lose nothing. In
fact, we gain an abundance of bless-
ings. All things work for good, and
God is glorified in all. Such is the
character of the kingdom of God.
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
