What's it mean that World Youth Day is 
happening in Kraków? 
It means it's coming home. 
It really all began with [Karol Wojtyla's] work as 
a university chaplain. 
If there had been no Wojtyla as a university 
chaplain, there would be no World Youth Day. 
This is a terrible question, but I'll ask it anyway: 
Who'll be the bigger star in Kraków, St John 
Paul II or Pope Francis? 
I think they both have starring roles. This isn't 
Hamlet, it's Romeo and Juliet, or something 
like that! 
First of all, Pope Francis would not have been 

possible without John Paul II. He broke the 

Italian monopoly on the papacy, and made it 

possible to look all over the world for a pope. 

Francis is also coming to an event that John 

Paul initiated, against considerable curial 

opposition and deep episcopal scepticism 

around the world. 
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
