Dear Friends,  
The gospel of today follows the story of the 
Good Samaritan. Jesus comes to a village. Mar-
tha comes out of her house,  she invites him 
into her house and in  no time the water is boil-
ing, nice smells come out of the kitchen; she's 
running up and down laying the table - busy, 
busy, busy: no time to sit down, no time to rest, 
no time to listen. The younger sister Mary does 
sit down at the feet of Jesus.   
The gospel is an amendment to the story of the 
Samaritan. It wants to show that love of neigh-
bour does not only express itself in concrete 
help to strangers; it shows that love to neigh-
bour means attention, intimacy, and tenderness.     
Dag Hammerskjoeld, who was for years the 
secretary general of the United Nations, wrote 
in his diary: “People who are worried about the 
world issues, about the global problems, and 
who are busy with those problems, very easily 
forget the smaller issues. If you are not willing to 
be good in the smaller circle of your family and 
friends, you can't do anything for humanity as 
such. Without that intimacy, you live in a world 
of abstractions, in which your solipsism, your 
hunger for power, your destructive tendencies 
maim their only more powerful opponent: love”. 
It is better to be good with all one’s heart to one 
person then to sacrifice oneself for the whole of 
humanity.  
Jesus did both; that is why he sat down with 
Mary, and again he is our model for all time to 
come.
