1st Reading: Isaiah 40:1-5. 9-11
'‘Console my people, console them,'
says your God. 'Speak to the heart
of Jerusalem and call to her that
her time of service is ended, that
her sin is atoned for, that she has
received from the hand of the Lord
double punishment for all her
crimes.' A voice cries, 'Prepare in
the wilderness a way for the Lord.
