In ringing Bells during the Gloria, the song 
of the Angels at Christmas, we are taking 
our lead from the Christmas night Masss in 
St Peter’s Church, Rome. We are ahead of 
them in the second lot of ringing of bells. 
2.  As with previous years, in our Christmas 
Mass, at the part in the Creed about Jesus 
birth, we kneel, recite that section, pause to 
reflect, and then stand and continue.
