Thanks to your generosity,
this collection has raised nearly 1.9
million dollars since its inception in
1991, including nearly $47,000 last year.
Along with the priests’ own contribution
of approximately $33,000 per year, this
annual collection has allowed the Fund
to continue to support our sick and
retired clergy.
