BIG BUSINESS AND GOVERNMENT UNITE TO 
END SLAVERY

Mining magnate Andrew Forrest has declared “the 
beginning of the end of modern slavery” following 
a landmark meeting between big business and the 
federal government, the Sydney Morning Herald 
reports. 
 
Mr Forrest said other companies from the Indo-
Pacific region, including Walmart, Adidas, Thai 
Union and JD.com now shared his company's com-
mitment to scrutinise their supply chains to eliminate 
slavery. Foreign Affairs Minister Julie Bishop ad-
dressed the business leaders at the meeting in Perth 
yesterday. 
 

"This is really ground breaking," Mr Forrest said. 
"This is the beginning of the end of modern slav-
ery. 
 
"Business and government working together are 
the only combined powers which can effectively 
end modern slavery and it has finally come to-
gether in a landmark forum." 
 
Mr Forrest, the Australian business co-chairman of 
the forum, said companies who had attended the 
inaugural Bali Process Government and Business 
Forum would meet again next year to review work 
plans and mark progress. 
 
The federal government last week said it would 
introduce legislation requiring big Australian com-
panies to examine their supply chains and report 
annually on measures they are taking to combat 
slavery, including human trafficking, debt bond-
age and forced labour. 
 
Companies with an annual turnover of at least 
$100 million will be asked to publish "Modern 
Slavery Statements" and will be held to account on 
a publicly accessible central repository. 
 
Mr Forrest said two-thirds of the estimated 46 
million people trapped in slavery were in the Indo-
Pacific region. It is estimated almost 4500 people 
are trapped in some form of slavery in Australia – 
and millions more are victims around the world. 
 
In an opinion piece published in The Australian 
today, Ms Bishop said the government was com-
mitted to addressing slavery and was enlisting 
regional help. 
 
“Australia cannot tackle this issue alone; regional 
action is imperative,” she said. “Today in Perth, 
together with Indonesian Foreign Minister Retno 
Marsudi, I will launch the world’s first regional 
business-government partnership to address mod-
ern slavery.”

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SCRIPTURE REFLECTION: 
 
(Today’s) readings highlight two dif-
ferent but related themes: the charac-
ter of our understanding of Christ, and 
our understanding of discipleship that 
flows from it. Christological reflections 
reach a climax in the question posed 
to the disciples: Who do you say I am? 
In this liturgical context, the same 
question is posed to us. Who is this 
one who multiplies loaves of bread, 
who walks on turbulent waters, who 
breaks the boundaries that separate 
insider from outsider? It is none other 
than the messiah. 
 
When Peter testified to Jesus’ identity, 
it was a relevant religious and politi-
cal statement, for messianic expecta-
tion was a burning question at that 
time. But what does it mean for the 
average Christian today? Many be-
lievers consider messianic expectation 
a theological theme that belongs to 
the past. They feel that it is difficult to 
get excited about the coming of some-
one who we believe has already come 
and gone. If Jesus were to pose this 
question today, how would we an-
swer? 
 
Like Peter, we too may have good 
intentions, but when they are put to 
the test we realise that that was all 
that they were – good intentions. Still, 
we should not be discouraged by our 
weaknesses, for just as Peter’s failure 
did not deter God from entrusting him 
with power and authority, so our fail-
ures need not be obstacles to God’s 
grace in our lives. We watch God 
entrust the church to individuals who 
are weak and undependable, and we 
realise that judgments are inscrutable 
and God’s ways unsearchable.
