The decisions called for in today's
readings are life decisions. The people
at the time of Joshua had to decide
which god they would worship. The
disciples of Jesus had to decide if he
was the one who would fulfill their
messianic expectations. We have life
decisions to make as well. How will
we choose?

The choices we make determine the
character of our union with God. God
called us out of the slavery of sin and
protected us throughout the journey
of our lives. Jesus walked with us
through the challenges of life and per-
formed wonders for us. Why should
we look elsewhere? Because we face
new challenges. The new demands
placed on us may be so great, or the
commitment required of us may be so
demanding that we feel that we can
no longer walk with him.
