REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate

Rule-obsessed Pharisees complained that Jesus
‘welcomes sinners and eats with them’. So, who are
‘sinners’? The word commonly used in the Gospels
for sin is ‘hamartia’ which refers to an arrow falling
short of the target. :

Our target is sharing in the life of God, but we often
miss the mark, falling short through laziness and
negligence, sometimes by deliberately shooting the
arrow of our life in the wrong direction. We need the
forgiveness of God, expressed in the hospitality of
Jesus Christ, to encourage us to aim better.

At every Mass, we are invited to share in the re-
enactment of Jesus’ expert drawing of the bow, let-
ting fly and perfectly hitting the mark in his life,
death, resurrection and ascension to heavenly glory.

We could pause for a moment to pray that Jesus
may encourage and empower us to be the archers

we are meant to be.
