The question of legitimacy of min-
istry is not a new one. There is a 
certain amount of tension between 
the institutional and the charis-
matic aspects of the church. To say 
that one is Spirit-driven and the 
other is not is to misunderstand 
Jesus' promise to remain with the 
church until the end of time. God 
normally calls ministers through 
the structures of the community. 
The authorities of the church are 
usually the ones who make the ul-
timate decisions about the needs 
of the church, how these needs are 
to be met, and who is to meet 
them. That is one of the responsi-
bilities of their office. 
However, God calls in other ways 
as well. A solid biblical tradition 
maintains that the Spirit is not 
confined to human structure or 
custom. We see this in the judges, 
the prophets, and even the early 
kings. The Pentecost story de-
scribes the coming of the Spirit 
upon all people – sons and daugh-
ters, young and old, slaves and 
free. When God calls it is up to us 
to recognise that call and to test its 
spirit. Perhaps the primary crite-
rion we have for judging is the bib-
lical measure: By their fruits you 
shall know them. 
Today we also see that those who 
benefit from exploitation of the 
vulnerable will reap the fruits of 

their sin.

Just as we believe that God will 
not allow the righteous to go un-
rewarded, so we are confident 
that neither will the wicked es-
