HUMOUR: 

There was once an elderly gent who had an incredible 
knack of predicting the future. When people asked 
him how he 

did this, he claimed that he had regular conversations 
with God, and God would tell him what would hap-
pen. One 

fellow, wanting to have a little fun, asked the old man, 
"Can you tell me if I will go to Heaven?" 
 

The old man said that he would bring up the subject 
that evening and try to get an answer for him. A cou-
ple of days 

later, they met again, and the fellow asked if he had 
an answer to his question. The elderly gent respond-
ed, "Well, yes, but there is some good news and some 
bad news for you. The good news is that yes, you will 
go to Heaven." 
 

The fellow smiled, and asked, "And the bad news?" 

The old man replied, "They're expecting you this 
Thursday." 

 

The day of yarning circles was an experience 
of sharing deeply, speaking boldly and listen-
ing with open and humble hearts. The voice 
of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Catho-
lic people in the Plenary Council process is es-
sential and yesterday was a strong beginning. 
When everyone goes home, the yarning cir-
cles will continue with those who weren’t 
able to attend the assembly, and NATSICC de-
veloped a booklet to guide this process. It’s 
available here for all to use. 

On Tuesday night, under the stars, NATSICC 
participants and I walked the prayerful pil-
grimage of the labyrinth in an Aboriginal way. 
Upon entering, we stopped and prayed and 
were blessed with water from local rivers. As 
our footsteps were placed one in front of the 
other, we were encouraged to listen for God’s 
voice and pray for healing and reconciliation. 

At the heart of the labyrinth, we offered our 
prayer – from our heart to God, and spent a 
few moments still and connected body, mind 
and soul with all of creation. The pathway out 
of the labyrinth was the reverse of the jour-
ney taken inwards and along the way as we 
passed one another, the gentle gesture of a 
hand on one’s shoulder was a beautiful ac-
companiment – a reminder that we are united 
by faith. 

This very powerful experience of Indigenous 
spirituality and prayer demonstrated that 
amidst our differences, the mess of sorrowful 
hurt and inter-generational suffering as Cath-
olic people, we have great hope and we are 
one people together, for the Kingdom of God.

Jesus said to him, ‘Why do 
you call me good? No one is good but God alone. You know 
the commandments: You must not kill; You must not commit 
adultery; You must not steal; You must not bring false wit-
ness; You must not defraud; Honour your father and mother.’ 
And he said to him, ‘Master, I have kept all these from my 
earliest days.’ Jesus looked steadily at him and loved him, and 
he said, ‘There is one thing you lack. Go and sell everything 
you own and give the money to the poor, and you will have 
treasure in heaven; then come, follow me.’ But his face fell at 
these words and he went away sad, for he was a man of great 
wealth. 
 

Jesus looked round and said to his disciples, ‘How hard it is for 
those who have riches to enter the kingdom of God!’ The dis-
ciples were astounded by these words, but Jesus insisted, ‘My 
children,’ he said to them, ‘how hard it is to enter the king-
dom of God! It is easier for a camel to pass through the eye of 
a needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom of God.’ 
They were more astonished than ever. ‘In that case’ they said 
to one another, ‘who can be saved?’ Jesus gazed at them. ‘For 
men’ he said, ‘it is impossible, but not for God: because eve-
rything is possible for God.’ 
 

Peter took this up. ‘What about us?’ he asked him. ‘We have 
left everything and followed you.’ Jesus said, ‘I tell you sol-
emnly, there is no one who has left house, brothers, sisters, 
father, children or land for my sake and for the sake of the 
gospel who will not be repaid a hundred times over, houses, 
brothers, sisters, mothers, children and land – not without 
persecutions – now in this present time and, in the world to 
come, eternal life.’
