If the Christian 

message is about 

anything, it is about 

hope. At Easter, 

when the Church 

marks not only the 

death of Jesus on the 

Cross, but also his 

Resurrection three 

days later, the power 

of hope is most 

prevalent. Death has 

been vanquished; it is 

no longer the end.  

This sense of faith-filled optimism and 

hopefulness pervades the Pope’s Exhortation, 

Evangelii Gaudium. It is, Pope   Francis writes, 

‘an impulse capable of transforming 

everything,’ including our customs, traditions 

and practices.  

By dying to introversion and self-preservation, 

we – as members of the Church – can roll 

away the stones that keep our faith locked 

inside. When we bring our faith out into the 

light, we can impact on the hearts of others, in 

the same way  Jesus touched the hearts, 

minds and souls of Mary and his beloved 

disciples.  

According to the Ordo, ‘the 50 days from 

Easter Sunday to Pentecost are celebrated 

in joyful exultation, as one feast day, or 

better, as one “great Sunday”.’ This resource 

also reminds those of us responsible for 

preparing liturgies and weekend Masses that 

‘these [Sundays] above all others are the 

days for singing of the Alleluia.’
