Living Lent with Francis
We might think that the hope of
Lent has to do with our hope
that we will get through it, that
we will come to the end of it. We
see Lent as an obstacle course
we need to navigate in order to
get to the great feast of Easter.
The hope of this season is that
we will find our lives trans-
formed by the many ways we
encounter God's Word, by the
richness of the Scripture read-
ings chosen to encourage, to
challenge, to confront, to com-
fort. Focussing only on the end
goal would cause us to miss so
much along the way.

The greatest hope of Lent is the
discovery that it's not only about
penance, deprivation, spiritual
struggles, and rooting out sin in
our lives. Those are often the
things we do during Lent. But

the hope of Lent lies in what God
does. From the beginning of his
pontificate, Pope Francis has
made mercy his hallmark. Francis
wants us to realise that God's
mercy and grace surround us not
just in special times and places
but always and everywhere. Lent
is a time to discover the extraordi-
nary in the ordinary, to be sur-
prised by God's mercy when we
least expect it.

As the season begins, think about
the hopes you have for Lent this
year. Think about what changes
you want to see in your life, in the
world. Let the words of Pope
Francis guide you on a journey of
bringing those hopes to fulfilment

The blessings upon which we
meditate today are undeserved
gifts from God. They were not
earned. The graciousness of God
transforms us in such a way as to
effect new beginnings. It can be
seen in the promises made to
Abram. He leaves the past behind
and moves into a new future. It
can be seen in the psalm response.
The Lord delivers us from death
and inspires us to look to the fu-
ture. It can be seen in the reading
from 2 Timothy. Through Christ
Jesus we are called to a new life of
holiness; we escape the fetters of

death and are brought into the
freedom of the resurrection.
We see it in the gospel, a
glimpse into the future glory of
Jesus which, through grace, we
will be able to share. Lent is a
time of new beginnings which
find their origin in the abun-
dant blessings of God.

The ultimate blessing of God is
Jesus himself. As Abram was
called to be the source of bless-
ing for all others, as Peter,
James and John were chosen
to witness the transfiguration
of Jesus, so today we too are
invited to look to Jesus for in-
spiration during this holy sea-
son. Paul speaks of the salva-
tion that Jesus brings as having
come, not because of any works
of righteousness that we might
have performed, but because of
the grace of God. Once again
the Lenten readings focus on
the merciful action of God in
our lives, and in the end they
point to Jesus.
