The launch of the revised and
renewed Diocesan Sacraments
of Initiation Catechetical Re-
source, “Let the Children Come”
was held on Monday, March 21,
2016 at St Patrick’s Hall, Ballarat.
For example, in relation to the Sac-
rament of Confirmation, the Coun-
cil said: “The rite of Confirmation is
to be revised and the intimate con-
nection which this sacrament has
with the whole of Christian initia-
tion is to be more lucidly set forth;
for this reason it will be fitting for
candidates to renew their baptis-
mal promises just before they are

confirmed.”

The revised program consists of
four sessions for Eucharist and four
sessions for Confirmation. Each
package will include an informa-
tion book for parents and also
available for purchase is a hand-
book for Catechists. Sample copies
of the program were provided for
those in attendance to peruse and
all parishes have received a compli-
mentary copy of the Eucharist and
Confirmation programs.

Care for our Common Home

Pope Francis says he believes that
Saint Francis is the example par
excellence of care for the vulner-
able and of an integral ecology lived
out joyfully and authentically. He is
the patron saint of all who study
and work in the area of ecology,
and he is also much loved by non-
Christians. He was particularly
concerned for God’s creation and
for the poor and outcast. He loved,
and was deeply loved for his joy, his
generous self-giving, his open-
heartedness. He was a mystic and a
pilgrim who lived in simplicity and
in wonderful harmony with God,
with others, with nature and with
himself. He shows us just how in-
separable the bond is between con-
cern for nature, justice for the poor,
commitment to society, and inte-
rior peace.

REFLECTION by Fr Michael
Tate

The disciples did not purge their
group of ‘doubting Thomas’.
They remained his companions,
waiting for something or Some-
one to be revealed to him with
them.

Doubt and questioning are a nor-
mal and proper part of being hu-
man. We should allow for this
within the community of the
Church. A point may come where
a person may no longer remain
in the Church with any integrity.
But a dismissive, excluding
Church is not the Church of this
gospel story.

Within the companionship of the
Church a doubter may hear the
words: ‘Peace be with you.” What
sort of peace? It is that inner as-
surance that, in the midst of all
the tribulations and the turmoil
and the myriad precursor deaths
which we suffer on all sorts of
levels, the Conqueror of Death
wants to be with us.

How can the Risen Lord be with
us? In Holy Communion, and in
those counted as least in the
world. According to Matthew 25,
He is those without the necessi-
ties of life: food, shelter, medical
care, comfort in distress.

We could pause for a moment
to savour that Peace which
comes from faith in the Con-
queror of Death and in his Real
Presence in Holy Communion
and in those in dire need.

When Thomas made his declaration of faith,
Jesus said, ‘You believe because you can see
me. Happy (or Blessed) are those who have
not seen and yet believe.” (v29) Because
this gospel was written 60 years or so after
the time of Jesus, there were indeed many
who believed but had not ever seen him.
The blessing is on all those who believe
without the benefit of a physical encounter
of Jesus. Whilst the gospel was written as
an acknowledgement of those at the end
of the 1st Century, it is also a blessing and
encouragement for believers of today!
