Our planned Renovation/
Restoration of our beautiful St Pat-
rick’s Church has almost come to 
an end with a total cost of 
$794,195.70. 
The major costs were: 
New Roof;    $ 211,947.00 
Tuck Pointing;  
Restoration of Stone  
around Widows ;   
Painting of windows 
    $299,737.83 
West Window 
Removal/repair  $ 20,180.00 
West Window  
Rectification  $ 20,490.00 
East Window  $ 75,306.00 
Sealing of yard  $ 48,034.00 
Architect   $  52,188.00 
Audio/Visual   $  10,884.56 
Painting   $  19,370.00 
Restoration 
Landscaping  $  16,955.00 
Plumbing   $  11,098.16 
As this is probably the first major 
renovation since the church was 
built in 1858 the cost, although 
high, seems to be quite reasonable 
considering it has been done to the 
highest of standards.  The end wall 
of the church is still to be painted 
in approximately 12 months when 
the wall has completely dried out. 
The gateway entrance to the 
church grounds may be upgraded, 
and trees planted along highway 
fence line. 
 

A copy of the full expenditure can be 
seen on the noticeboard at the church 
entrance. 
We now proceed to stage two of our 
plan - this is the construction of a 
small gathering space, new toilets, a 
kitchenette, storeroom and an office.  
The committee has accepted a tender 
of  $284,477.13, Plus architect fee of 
$3,650.00 
Plans for this addition which will ex-
tend from the entrance near the sac-
risty will also be placed on the notice 
board.

REFLECTION

Today we consider the presence of the 
Risen Lord. Where is he found? Each 
of the readings offers an answer to 
this question. The Risen Christ is 
found in the community of believers 
who follow the example of Jesus. 
Even non-believers recognised some-
thing marvellously different about the 
Christian community, and they ex-
claimed: These Christians, see how 

they love one another. 
The Risen Christ is found in those 
who accept the truth of the resur-
rection on the word of others. The 
word of God preached by others has 
often brought us out of darkness 
into light, from the stranglehold of 
death to the birth of new life. The 
preaching of the disciples has been 
not only instructive, it has also been 
transformative. 
The Risen Christ is found in the for-
giveness of sin. Jesus made the 
frightened disciples ministers of 
divine forgiveness. The Spirit recon-
ciles sinners with God and, thereby, 
with the rest of the believing com-
munity. Forgiveness is a tangible 
sign of Christ’s mystical presence. 
The Risen Christ is found in the 
physical manifestation of Christ's 
own wounds, the wounds that he 
offered to be touched. Since the 
community is the body of Christ, we 
touch the wounds of Christ when we 
touch the wounds of the commu-
nity, when we go out to the sick and 
infirm, the dispossessed and the 
violated. As shocking as these 
wounds may appear, they are really 
glorious, because the Risen Lord 
has identified with them and has 
made them his own.
