The change of seasons is always an opportune time to
marvel at the magnificence of the natural world of
which we are a part.  Its colours, its textures, its smells all
reflect the limitless imagination of the creator.  Perhaps
the most marvellous feature of the world is the intercon-
nectedness of all the elements of which it consists.
Somehow the spirit of the creator is manifested through
each and every aspect of this universe.  And we are
part of it all.  The universe may be as a grain in the bal-
ance or a drop of morning dew, but each grain and
each drop contains within it the possibilities of the future.
Offering hospitality is a profound social act.  When we
offer hospitality, we invite another into our world, into
our lives.
