World day of the Poor
“Love not in word, but in deed”

At the end of the Jubilee Year of Mercy,
Pope Francis announced a new ‘World
Day of the Poor’, which is to be celebrated
today, Sunday, November 19th, 2017. He
describes the genesis and the idea behind
this day: “During the “Jubilee for Socially
Excluded People”, as the Holy Doors of
Mercy were being closed in all the cathe-
drals and shrines of the world, I had the
idea that, as yet another tangible sign of
this Extraordinary Holy Year, the entire
Church might celebrate, on the Thirty-
Third Sunday of Ordinary Time, the World
Day of the Poor. This would be the worthi-
est way to prepare for the celebration of
the Solemnity of our Lord Jesus Christ,
King of the Universe, who identified with
the little ones and the poor and who will
Jjudge us on our works of mercy It would be
a day to help communities and each of the
baptised to reflect on how poverty is at the
very heart of the Gospel and that, as long
as Lazarus lies at the door of our homes
there can be no justice or social peace.
This Day will also represent a genuine
form of new evangelisation (Which can
renew the face of the Church as She perse-
veres in her perennial activity of pastoral
conversion and witness to mercy.”

REFLECTION

It is not enough that we wait pa-
tiently. We are expected to be in-
dustrious as we await the advent
of the reign of God. We have all
been entrusted with talents that
really belong to God, and we must
use these talents to the best of our
ability in the interim between the
Lord’s departure and his final re-
turn. The ideal wisdom figure in
the first reading is a model of such
industriousness.

Fidelity to the reign of God re-
quires that we be willing to take
risks. We do not know the time of
the Lord’s coming, and so there
will have to be a kind of tentative-
ness to all of our plans. We will
never be able to be certain that
they will be brought to fruition.
We must spend and be spent with-
out the assurance that we will be
able to reap the rewards of our in-
vestment. To refuse to risk is to
refuse to trust.

If we have been wise and have in-
dustriously employed the Lord’s
talents, which were entrusted to
us, we will be richly rewarded.
However, if we have not realised
the potential that is possessed by
our talents, and if we have not em-
ployed them as they were meant to
be employed, we will be punished.
The foolish man in the gospel
knew that the householder was ex-

acting. He had some idea of what
to expect. He made his choice
and he had to accept the conse-
quences of that choice.
