Pope prescribes daily dose of Bible to ‘change 
your life’ 
“How many of you read the Gospel for two 
minutes every day?” That was the question and 
invitation Pope Francis posed in a video mes-
sage to young Argentinians.

Dear Friends, This weekend we celebrate the feast of 
the Body and Blood of Christ or the feast of the Eu-
charist. The celebration of the Eucharist commemo-
rates the liberation of the Israelites from slavery of 
Egypt in the Old Testament and in the New Testa-
ment the Last Supper that Jesus had with His disci-
ples. In the celebration of the Old Testament Passo-
ver, they used the unleavened bread that recalls the 
manna that was delivered from above to the people 
during their journey in the desert towards the Prom-
ised Land. The bitter herbs are a remembrance of 
their hardship and suffering during their slavery and 
exile. The red wine is in memory of their crossing of 
the Red Sea. Hence the Jewish people annually com-
memorate this event as the feast of the Passover. It 
took a new meaning in the New Testament Era. In the 
New Testament Jesus in His turn at the Passover 
meal that was his last Supper with his disciples cele-
brated the Supper in view of his passion, death and 
resurrection. The unleavened bread is now Jesus’ 
body broken and given to the disciples and to the 
humanity: “Take it; this is my body”. The red wine is 
now Jesus’ blood poured out for the redemption of 
the world: “This is My blood of the covenant, which 
will be shed for many”. So when we celebrate the 
Eucharist, we are encountering and experiencing 
Jesus Himself. Because Jesus has given us this me-
morial of His passion to bring us it’s saving power 
until the end of the world. At the end of the celebra-
tion of the Eucharist, we are sent out to bring to oth-
ers what we have received, to share Jesus with others 
and to be Jesus to the world around us. Hence the 
Eucharist becomes the centre of our Christian living. 
We have to live out the values of the Eucharist in our 
Christian life. So let us ask the Lord to strengthen our 

faith to give Jesus to others through our words and 
deeds………….…Neville
