Reflection Fr Michael Tate
There was a terrible disaster when a
building fell down killing eighteen
people. Some said, ‘Oh, those killed
must have been sinners, they or
their parents.’ Jesus repudiates that
notion: ‘No, it wasn’t for any-

thing they did.’ It was clear to Jesus
that they were the victims of poor
construction and conditions at
Siloam.

Look at the builder.

Responsibility needs to be brought
home to those who would otherwise
hide behind a religious ideology, or
the sheer self-interest of evading
blame for a situation.

To identify those really responsible
may well require major changes to
the way society is organised.

Does it all seem too difficult? Jesus
helps us with a metaphor:

You are like a fig tree which may not
be bearing much fruit just now,
but, I am a terrific gardener:

I will water you, dig around you,
make sure you are well nourished
so that you will bear the fruits I
desire.

Our Lord does that by

watering us with the waters of
baptism;
pruning us, especially

during Lent;

nourishing us with the bread of life
in Holy Communion.

We might pause at various times
during Lent to allow Our Lord to
garden us so that he may create a
heavenly botanical garden, a new
Eden, of the whole of humanity.

Third Sunday of Lent

In everyone’s life there are
experiences that are special. There
is something about them that says
tous: “God is here.”

It may be a time of great sadness,
or it may be a time of great joy; it
may be in a quiet place or in a busy
street. Whenever it happens it is an
experience to be cherished.
Today’s first Reading records
Moses’ experience of meeting God.

Lent is a time when we wonder at
how God works in our lives.

Recall a time when you felt “God is
here.”

What made it special?

What was there about the
experience that enabled you to say:
“God is here?”
