GLOBAL ENCOUNTER OF WYD CHALLENGES
NATIONALISM: POPE

The joyous harmony of people coming together from
so many different nations for World Youth Day stands
in sharp contrast to today’s “sad” situation of confron-
tational nationalist feelings, Pope Francis said. Source:

“It is a sign that young Christians are the leaven for
peace in the world,” he said at his general audience

yesterday in the Vatican’s Paul VI hall.

The Pope dedicated his weekly reflection to his Janu-

ary 23-27 trip to Panama to celebrate World Youth Day.

The hundreds of thousands of young people from five
continents who attended the events “formed a great
symphony of faces and languages,” he said.

“To see all the flags flying together, fluttering in the
hands of young people, happy to encounter each other
is a prophetic sign, a sign (that goes) against the tide of
today’s sad tendency toward confrontational national-
ist sentiments that erect walls, that close themselves
off from universality, from the encounter among peo-
ples,” he said.

He praised the enthusiasm and prayerful reverence
young people showed at the many events and recalled
the dedication he saw on the faces of many who de-
clared themselves open to God’s will and ready serve
the Lord.

“As long as there are new generations able to say,
‘Here | am’ to God, the world will have a future,” he
said.

Another image that struck him during the trip, he said,
was seeing so many mothers and fathers proudly hold-
ing up their children as he passed by in the popemobi-
le.

They showed off their children “as if to say, ‘Here is my
pride, here is my future,” he said.

“How much dignity is in this gesture and how eloquent
(given) the demographic winter we are living in Eu-
rope,” the Pope said. “The pride of those families is the
children; children are security for the future. A demo-
graphic winter without children is hard.”

Young people are called to live the Gospel today
“because young people are not ‘the tomorrow,’ not ‘in
the meantime,” but they are the ‘today’ of the church
and the world,” he said.

Pope Francis also urged people to pray the Way of the
Cross, saying it is “the school of Christian life” where
one learns about a love that is “patient, silent, con-
crete.”

Second Reading 1 Cor 15:1-11
A reading from the first letter of St Paul to the Corinthians
| preach what they preach, and this is what you believe.

Brothers, | want to remind you of the gospel | preached to you, the
gospel that you received and in which you are firmly established; be-
cause the gospel will save you only if you keep believing exactly what |
preached to you — believing anything else will not lead to anything.

Well then, in the first place, | taught you what | had been taught my-
self, namely that Christ died for our sins, in accordance with the scrip-
tures; that he was buried; and that he was raised to life on the third
day, in accordance with the scriptures; that he appeared first to
Cephas and secondly to the Twelve. Next he appeared to more than
five hundred of the brothers at the same time, most of whom are still
alive, though some have died; then he appeared to James, and then to
all the apostles; and last of all he appeared to me too; it was as though
I was born when no one expected it.

I am the least of the apostles; in fact, since | persecuted the Church of
God, | hardly deserve the name apostle; but by God’s grace that is
what | am, and the grace that he gave me has not been fruitless. On
the contrary, |, or rather the grace of God that is with me, have worked
harder than any of the others; but what matters is that | preach what
they preach, and this is what you all believed.

Gospel Lk 5:1-11
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke

They left everything and followed him.
Jesus was standing one day by the lake of Gennesaret, with the crowd
pressing round him listening to the word of God, when he caught sight
of two boats close to the bank. The fishermen had gone out of them
and were washing their nets. He got into one of the boats — it was Si-
mon’s — and asked him to put out a little from the shore. Then he sat
down and taught the crowds from the boat.

When he had finished speaking he said to Simon, ‘Put out into deep
water and pay out your nets for a catch.” ‘Master,” Simon replied ‘we
worked hard all night long and caught nothing, but if you say so, | will
pay out the nets.” And when they had done this they netted such a
huge number of fish that their nets began to tear, so they signalled to
their companions in the other boat to come and help them; when
these came, they filled the two boats to sinking point.

When Simon Peter saw this he fell at the knees of Jesus saying, ‘Leave
me Lord; | am a sinful man.” For he and all his companions were com-
pletely overcome by the catch they had made; so also were James and
John, sons of Zebedee, who were Simon’s partners. But Jesus said to
Simon, ‘Do not be afraid; from now on it is men you will catch.” Then,
bringing their boats back to land, they left everything and followed
him.

Living the Gospel — Hearing the Call

Like Isaiah and Peter, each and every one of us is called. It may not
happen through Jesus stepping into our boat, but when we quieten
our minds and our hearts enough to really listen, we become aware
that God truly is calling to each and every one of us. The call comes to
us through our friends; our experiences; our hopes and our fears.
Sometimes we are so afraid of hearing the call that we fill our lives
with noise and distractions. We fear that the call will involve hardship,
or at the very least: unpopularity. But that’s no excuse!
