GOSPEL REFLECTION

In the Mediterranean world
of the first century, sickness was
attributed to social rather than physi-
cal causes. The corollary of this was
that healing focussed principally on
restoration of the person to her or
his place or status in the society or
community rather than on the per-
son’s bodily affliction or dysfunction.
In a very real sense, the healing of
an individual brought not only the
person but the community itself to
wholeness.

Last Sunday, we reflected
on the “healing” of a man with an
“unclean spirit”. Jesus, healer and teacher, expelled the unclean
spirit and thus restored health to the man and to the worship-
ping community. The healing took place in the Capernaum syn-
agogue on the Sabbath. This story began Mark’s account of a
typical day in Jesus’ ministry. Today’s gospel passage contin-
ues that account. Jesus leaves the synagogue and moves, in
the company of two of his new disciples, to the house of Simon
and Andrew. In other words, he shifts from a long established
gathering place for God’s people, the synagogue, to a prospec-
tive new locus of communal engagement, the house church.
This new locus does not preclude the older locus: Jesus contin-
ues to teach and heal in the synagogues throughout Galilee.

In this new place of encounter with God, Jesus heals a
woman with a “fever” who is identified only in relation to her son-
in-law, Simon. Jesus takes her by the hand and raises her up.
She is the first human character in the Markan gospel story who
is said to “minister”. In other words, the love of God working
through Jesus draws her beyond herself to engage in a ministry
of leadership in the community of God’s people. A little earlier in
Mark’s gospel we heard that angels “ministered” to Jesus in the
desert. In other words, God looked after Jesus as he embarked
on his mission of bringing God’s love into a broken world. Later
in the gospel, Jesus insists that he came “not to be served but
to serve/minister” (10:45). This woman is caught up in the same
mission of bringing the community to health and wholeness.

That same evening, Simon’s house becomes a magnet
for “the whole city”. Jesus heals their sick and afflicted and, ear-
ly in the morning, he seeks the solitude of a “desert” place for
prayer. The disciples seek him out, as everyone is looking for
him. Jesus makes it clear to them that he must move on and
bring God’s word and healing beyond the city to the neighbour-
ing Galilean towns. The message is for us as well as for those
early disciples. Amid all the demands of a sometimes frenetic
program, we too must search out the solitude of a “desert” place
for prayer, and engage with renewed energy and insight in
whatever the new day brings.

ANNIVERSARY OF APOLOGY

Ten years have passed
since the Apology to Australia’s In-
digenous Peoples by then Prime “NEVER

The evidence of the harmful effects

of the Intervention, of the continuing
disproportionate and brutal incarceration of young Indige-
nous people at Don Dale, the lack of progress on the indi-
ces of Indigenous disadvantage, the brusque dismissal by
the

Government of the proposals by the Constitutional recogni-
tion Summit of an Indigenous advisory body and the defen-
sive refusal to discuss any alteration to Australia Day sug-
gest that we are back to unapologetic business as usual in
Australia.

Yet the Apology remains important as a marker of
what is decent and what may be possible. It was whole
hearted and warm hearted in its rhetoric; it was made face
to face to representatives of the Indigenous community,
including many who had been taken away from their par-
ents as children. It was made solemnly in Parliament on
behalf of all Australians. The setting and the solemnity of
the occasion implied a commitment to Indigenous Australi-
ans that they would be listened to and consulted, not de-
cided for, when their welfare was at stake.

The Apology engendered great hope. It remains
unrealised. Indigenous Australians are still treated as the
objects of policy and not as subjects who help shape it.
Their voice is still shouted down.

But there are signs that public acceptance of this
unacceptable business as usual is running thin. When
thinking of the celebration of Australia Day, an issue per-
haps more important for the self-respect of non-Indigenous
Australians than it is a high priority for the First People, an
increasing number of people recognise how problematic is
the date. This was evident this year in the marches on
Australia Day. As was the case with the symbolism of
same sex marriage, which was seen as the necessary
ending of discrimination, and so brutality, against a signifi-
cant group of Australians, so people now increasingly re-
gard as inappropriate the celebration as Australia’s nation-
al day of an event that marked the beginning of the dispos-
session and discrimination against the first Australians and
their descendants

Despite strident opposition, that sentiment will
surely grow. With time, negotiation and courageous leader-
ship Australia will find a date to remember and celebrate
the different strands of our history that unite us. Similarly,
more people are open to a consultative body for decisions
touching Indigenous Australians, seeing them as a unique
group in Australian society. Prejudice and contempt re-
main, but sprigs of green keep pushing through the con-
crete.
