Reflection by Fr Michael Tate 
Nazara was a village of 300-400 
people and it had a small town 
mentality. The inhabitants were 
enraged when Jesus found good 
precedent for extending his sav-
ing mission to foreigners outside 
the community of the Chosen 
People. Jesus embodied the 
boundary-breaking nature of 
God’s grace. 
Many Christians recite the old 
formula: ‘No salvation outside 
the Church.’ But we Catholics 
believe that, by responding to 
God’s (often anonymous) grace, 
a person can lead a good life 
which prepares them for heav-
enly glory. 
This means that the billions 
around the world who will never 
hear the Gospel, or who hear it 
distorted through the mega-
phone of an alien culture, can be 
saved. There is no limit/
boundary to the Merciful God’s 
finding a way into the hearts of 
all human beings. 
We could take a moment to pray 
in gratitude for our graced privi-
lege of being members of the 
Church, nourished within it by 
the Sacraments and the Gospel, 
but whose boundaries can never 
circumscribe the mercy of God. 
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
