Misericordiae Vultus –  
The Face of Mercy  
In section 6 of the Bull of Indiction, 
announcing the Jubilee Year of 
Mercy, Pope Francis declares that 
the “mercy of God is not an abstract 
idea.” He describes it as “a concrete 
reality through which He reveals 
his love as that of a father or a 
mother, moved to the very depths 
out of love for their child.”

Project Compassion 
The ashes of Ash Wednesday carry 
a sense of urgency. They remind us 
that we are not permanent resi-
dents here on earth, that in fact life 
is quite short. This makes Lent a 
valuable time for examining our 
direction, refocusing our priorities, 
and making sure that God is at the 
centre of our lives. We need this 
time of Lent each year to open our-
selves to being captured anew by 
the love of God – and to find ways 
for the love we have received to 
flow through us to others. Lent is 
also a time for recognising that we 
cannot help but be moved and re-
spond. The words of St Basil (330-
379) are still true today: “When 
someone steals another’s clothes, 
we call them a thief. Should we not 
give the same name to one who 
could clothe the naked and does 
not? The bread in your cupboard 
belongs to the hungry; the coat un-
used in your closet belongs to the 
one who needs it; the money which 
you hoard up belongs to the poor.” 
In Lent we pay special attention to 
the three traditional practices of 
almsgiving, prayer and fasting – 
but, as the Gospel cautions, we do 
them ‘not to attract notice’. The 
Gospel encourages us to be people 

of joy and hope, advice that is ech-
oed in Pope Francis’ Apostolic Ex-
hortation, ‘The Joy of the Gospel’: 
“With a tenderness which never 
disappoints, but is always capable 
of restoring our joy, God makes it 
possible for us to lift up our heads 
and to start anew.” In Australia, 
Project Compassion has become 
part of the Church’s Lenten prac-
tice. It is a key way to bring joy, 
hope and food for life to those in 
need.

LENTEN REGULATIONS - 
2016 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday 
are days of Fasting and Abstinence 
from meat.   
 
On all other Fridays, the law of the 
common practice of penance is ful-
filled through any one of the follow-
ing: 
 
(a)Prayer:  for example, 
Mass attendance; family prayer, a 
visit to a church or chapel, reading 
the Bible,making the Stations of the 
Cross, praying the rosary. 
(b)Self-denial:  for exam-
ple, not eating meat, not eating 
sweets or desserts, reducing time 
for watching TV or other entertain-
ments. 
(c)Helping others - for exam-
ple, taking the family to visit the 
elderly in old people's home or in 
the parish, visiting the sick or 
someone who is lonely. 
 
All who have completed their eight-
eenth year and have not yet begun 
their sixtieth year are bound to fast. 
(Canon 1252).   All who have com-
pleted their fourteenth year are 
bound to abstain. 
On Good Friday and, if possible, 
also on Holy Saturday until the 
Easter vigil, the Paschal Fast is ob-
served. 
 
 
 
 
 

Each of the faithful is obliged to re-
ceive Holy Communion at least once 
a year.  This is to be done between 
Ash Wednesday (5th of March) and 
Trinity Sunday, (15th June), unless 
for a good reason it is done at an-
other time during the year. 
 
All the faithful are obliged to confess 
their grave sins at least once a year.
