LENT begins with Ash Wednesday on the 10th of February. In this season we discipline 
ourselves in preparation for Easter by fasting and abstaining from meat. Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday are days of fast and abstinence. Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence. The rule 
for fasting is for people between the ages of 18-60. Abstinence doesn’t apply to children under 
the age of 14. Other practices: Acts of charity, abstinence from grievances, practice of 
patience, Stations of the Cross.

Lenten Reflections— Fridays 10:30 am St. Josephs followed by Stations of the Cross at 12 pm 

St Andrew’s Mass and Assembly of Word and Communion 9:00 am alternate Sundays  

St Andrew’s Lenten program will consist of Stations of the Cross. The program will run from 

February 12th and will be held in the Church at 10:30 a.m. each Friday. Estimated to take half 

an hour each day. Please feel free to attend. All are welcome.
