SCRIPTURE REFLECTION

Despite all of the excitement associat-
ed with eschatological fulfilment, de-
spite all of the assurance we have
that it will be an experience of peace
and abundant life, the mystery for
which we long requires the risk of
faith. Despite all of the times that we
have celebrated the Nativity, we still
do not have full comprehension and
understanding. Still we are invited to
enter deeply into the event that is
before us. Will we step into a life of
deeper faith and commitment, or will
we merely participate in the external
celebration of the feast? Only we can
decide, and only we will really know
the decision that we make.

The circumstances of our lives influence
the way we live out our faith. As
Christians, we are called to devote
ourselves to the service of Christ. Our
primary commitment must be to Christ
and to the way of being human that
he has shown us. We must be commit-
ted to what enriches life and not to
what diminishes it. We must be com-
mitted to the good of people and not
to the hoarding of things. We may not
be official heralds of the gospel, but
we proclaim our faith in the way we
live our lives, in the kindness with
which we treat others, in honesty of
our business transactions. We pro-
claim the gospel when we stand for
justice, when we forgive those who
have offended us, when we show
compassion to those who suffer. As we
step info the eschatological age, we
are called to recommit ourselves to
genuine Christian living.
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
