Plenary Council 2020 
You might have heard about an 
event happening in two years 
time in the Catholic Church in 
Australia called the Plenary 
Council 2020. They might be 
under the impression it’s just 
another meeting of bishops to 
discuss various matters—
something that will not greatly 
affect them or other ordinary 
Catholics. 
Well, it’s not. It’s actually a 
meeting of the entire Church in 
Australia, meaning everyone—
bishops, clergy, religious and lay 
faithful—with the intention of 
shaping the future course of the 

Catholic Church in this country. 
And while if won’t affect mat-
ters of doctrine, it will have leg-
islative power to mould prac-
tices within the Australian 
Catholic Church. So, as a Catho-
lic, the outcome of the meeting 
will most definitely affect you. 
In theory, everyone will be al-
lowed a voice. The word 
“Plenary” simply mans “entire” 
or “open”. 
 

Through Plenary 2020, the 
Catholic Church in Australia 
will determine its structures 
and strategies for the future  
“The way in which we locate 
ourselves in history has 
changed,” the Pope has written. 
“Things we thought would 
never happen, or that we never 
thought we would see, we are 
experiencing now, and we dare 
not even imagine the future. 
That which appeared normal to 
us – family, the Church, society 
and the world – will probably 
no longer seem that way. We 
cannot simply wait for what we 
are experiencing to pass, under 
the illusion that things will re-
turn to being how they were be-
fore.” 
The recent redefinition of mar-
riage in Australia is a case in 
point. The culture we now live 
in—from a moral perspective—
would be unrecognisable to 

someone living in 1937, when the 
Catholic Church in Australia held 
its last Plenary Council. Clearly, 
our current approach to explaining 
to the wider community the hope 
we have in us as Catholics is not 
working. 
 
REFLECTION by Dianne Bergant

The readings, which reflect some as-
pect of the feast, feature three promi-
nent themes: the importance of blood 
in the ratification of the covenant; the 
atoning actions of Christ; the attitude 
of thanksgiving. 
Most people today would probably be 
repelled by the ritual use of blood. Yet 
birth blood is not subject to the same 
revulsion, nor is blood transfusion 
frowned upon. Blood is recognised as 
a life force, and blood relationships 
are cherished. In a sense this ritual 
makes us blood sisters and brothers 
of God and of each other. It seals our 
fate and it entitles us to the family 
inheritance. 
This feast celebrates the incompara-
ble love of Christ. He offered himself 
for the expiation of our sins; he 
spread a banquet table for us at which 
we are able to eat the bread of com-
panionship and share the blood of the 
new covenant. 
How shall we make a return to the 
Lord for all the good that we have re-
ceived? The only appropriate re-
sponse to God’s graciousness is 
thanksgiving (eucharistía). We have 
been chosen; we have been delivered; 
we have a witness in heaven; and now 

we have been given the bread of 
eternal life and the blood of salva-
tion. What return can we give? A life 
of gratitude lived in the presence of 
God; a life of union with all those 
who eat the same bread and drink 
from the same cup; a life of faithful 
expectation, waiting for the coming 
of the reign of God in all its fullness.
