SHARING THE TRADITION 

The Eucharist completes Christian initiation.  Baptism confers the roles of priest, prophet and king on the 

faithful and we are drawn more deeply into these roles at Confirmation.  In Eucharist, we participate with 

the whole community in the sacrifice of Christ. 

This raises interesting issues.  If Christ gave his body and blood to save the world and bring life to all, what 

does it mean when we say ‘Amen’ to receiving that body and blood?  John makes it clear that by receiving 

this nourishment we become the body and blood of Christ in the world today, living with him and the 

Father.  What are the implications of this?  It means that we too must make an option for the poor of our 

world like Jesus did.  How are we called to make small glimpses of ‘salvation’ to others?  How are we 

called to bring healing and fullness of life to others and to the world?  

The Eucharist has four central actions which echo the actions of Jesus at the Last Supper.  There he ‘took’ 

the bread, ‘blessed’ it, ‘broke’ it and ‘shared’ it with his friends. 

* The Second Vatican Council stated that the Eucharist is the ‘source and summit’ of the life of the church.
