As we come to celebrate
Easter this year, we are conscious of various trials that people are suffering
around Australia and around the world — the ongoing effects of bushfires
that have charred the lives of communities in the past couple of years, the
recent devastation of floods, the terrible destruction of war in Ukraine. In the
face of such sorrows, the joy of Easter might seem far away. Yet, our
Christian faith can be a source of joy even in the midst of distress. The
gospel assures us that God is close to us in times of struggle as well as in
times of peace, that Christ has shared our pain, and that, just as God’s love
raised Jesus from the grave, so God’s love can raise us to new life. The
Ukrainian word for “Easter” is “Velykden”, meaning “Great Day”. Easter
does indeed celebrate a great day, the day of Christ’s resurrection. The
traditional Ukrainian greeting at Easter is “Christ is risen!” The response is
“Christ is risen indeed!” Even as they endure much suffering, may this
Easter be a great day for the people of Ukraine as they rejoice in the
resurrection of Christ. May this Easter be a great day for us as well as we
too rejoice in Christ’s resurrection. May you have a blessed Holy Week and
a Happy Easter.
