After reading and discussing many crucial questions 

and statements made by parishioners over stage one  

of the Plenary Council in which 170 parishioners made 

their thoughts clear, the leadership team have noted 

that in order to be faithful to the local parish  

community’s voice it is important to take steps to put 

some hopes and desires in to action  where practical.
