   Pope Francis has declared a Jubilee Year of Mercy: twelve months for us to focus on and deepen our 
gratitude for the loving mercy of God.  As with all jubilee years, the Year of Mercy will include the 
use of a Holy Door, a specially designated entrance that has spiritual and symbolic meaning for 
Catholics. 
   In this Jubilee Year of Mercy, passing through a Holy Door is part of the pilgrimage that all 
Catholics are encouraged to make, whether during a trip to Rome or a trip to the cathedrals. 
“By crossing the threshold of the Holy Door, we will find the strength to embrace God’s mercy and 

dedicate ourselves to being merciful with others as the Father has been with us” -Pope Francis 
   Pope St. John Paul II said, the Holy Door “evokes the passage from sin to grace which every 
Christian is called to accomplish” 
   Today pilgrims still enter through the Holy Door as a sign of repentance and the desire to renew and 
recommit to their faith. 
   On December 8, 2015, the Holy Door at St. Peter’s will be opened to begin the Year of Mercy.  “On 
that day, the Holy Door will become a Door of Mercy through which anyone who enters will 
experience the love of God who consoles, pardons, and instils hope.” 
   The door, which is bricked shut at the end of a Holy Year, is ceremonially opened by the pope.  
Traditionally, the pope strikes it three times with a silver hammer, while singing, “Open unto me the 

gates of justice.” 
   The threefold strike to open the door is symbolic.  It recalls Moses’s striking the rock to bring forth 
water (Nm 20:6-11), as well as God striking the earth to free Paul and Sylis from prison (Acts 16:25-
40) and the strike the soldier gave Jesus on the cross.
