Instead of being just a church that 

welcomes and receives by 

keeping the doors open, let us try 

also to be a church that finds new 

roads, that is able to step outside 

itself and go to those who do not 

attend Mass, to those who have 

quit or are indifferent. 

The Word ‘Eucharist’ derives from the Greek for 
thanksgiving.  An important reason for participating in the 
Eucharist is to give thanks to God for all we have received.  
People sometimes say, ‘I don’t go to Mass because I get 
nothing out of it’.  We need to remember that we go to 
Mass not only to get something but also to give something, 
namely our worship, praise and thanks to God.   
Of course, we do receive much in the Eucharistic 
celebration.  In bread, broken and blessed, and in the cup 
of the new covenant, we receive forgiveness and the life 
of Christ.  We become the body of Christ, more closely 
bound to him and to one another.  The Lord loosens the 
bonds that enslave us to unchristian behaviours multiplying 
in turn our reasons to give thanks.
