This was the strongest point made in the survey and indeed over the discussion groups. This has broad  

implications across all ages, culture, sex, faith, disability etc. One way to begin making a difference is 

through a hospitality group. This need not just mean a cuppa after Mass, but searching out the hearts of 

others and bringing our faith community together in positive, outlooking, active, social and relaxing, 

prayerful ways to grow closer to each other and welcome all.
