Suddenly Moses and Elijah appeared
to them; they were talking with him. Then Peter spoke
to Jesus.

if you wish, | will make three tents here, one for you, one
for Moses and one for Elijah.” He was still speaking when
suddenly a bright cloud covered them with shadow, and
from the cloud there came a voice which said, ‘This is my
Son, the Beloved; he enjoys my favour. Listen to him.’
When they heard this, the disciples fell on their faces,
overcome with fear. But Jesus came up and touched
them. ‘Stand up,” he said ‘do not be afraid.” And when
they raised their eyes they saw no one but only Jesus.
As they came down from the mountain Jesus gave them
this order, ‘Tell no one about the vision until the Son of
Man has risen from the dead.’

I've been told there are fewer than
100 Catholics there." All three men laugh loudly.

The second man adds, "l want to go to Kangaroo Island. | believe there are only 50 Catholics living there."

Again, raucous laughs from the men.

The third man says, "l want to go to Bathurst Island. There are only 25 Catholics there."

One of the nuns has finally had enough. She turns around and calmly says, "Why don't you all go to Hell.

There aren't any Catholics there."

In the midst of Ordinary Time we are invited to behold the
transfiguration of Christ. By some horrible coincidence, we recall
Christ's brilliance on the day that the world marks another cosmic
event, its birth into the atomic age at Hiroshima. The paradox of
these events should not be lost on us. The white light that shone
from Christ was a mere suggestion of the divine splendour that is
beyond human comprehension; the flashing light from the atomic
explosion was an omen of the destructive force that is within
human grasp. It is imperative that the horror of the latter be
brought under the control of the glory of the former.

The transfiguration was a moment in time when Jesus' divine glory
broke through his humanity and shone with a brilliance that was
blinding. We sing of this glory time and again in the psalms. Yet
when it really appears we can hardly believe it ourselves. The
readings outline three different moments when this glory was
revealed. The first was reported by the visionary in the book of
Daniel. The second moment was the scene of the transfiguration.
The third is hidden in the resurrection testimony of the author of
the Letter of Peter. We are the ones who today possess the
prophetic message; we are the present day eyewitnesses of
Christ's majesty. We too have moments when we might behold his glory and hear the voice proclaiming his identity,
but we need eyes of faith and ears that are open.

Gospel Reflection

Jesus takes his most trusted disciples up a high mountain to allow them to share in
what he knows is about to occur. It is a very clear teaching moment in which Jesus
hopes the disciples are going to finally grasp the truth about him. As the disciples stand
by, Jesus is transformed before them — suddenly bathed in light and his clothes become
dazzlingly white. The disciples also see Moses and Elijah standing and talking with
Jesus. Moses was the great Law-giver of Jewish tradition and Elijah the great prophet.
Together, they represent the Law and the Prophets —the combined wisdom that make
up the tradition of Jewish teaching and Jewish scripture. It is the Law and the Prophets
that Jesus’ life and ministry brings to fulfilment. It is fitting that Moses and Elijah appear
beside Jesus, as the three figures combined represent the fullness of Jewish tradition
—the Law of Moses; the challenge and promise of the Prophets; and the compassion
of Jesus that completes the other two.

Sadly, the disciples don’t really get the point of what they see before them. Peter,
caught up in the moment, wants to build tents on the spot to mark the moment and
to continue to dwell in the moment. Jesus, however, leads them back down the
mountain — back into the valley; back into the reality of life; back into the tragedy that
he knows lies before them. No matter how powerful a religious experience may be,
Jesus shows us that we always have to return to real life. It is not possible to remain
on the ‘mountaintop’ as Peter would have liked to do; we have to take the .

Living the Gospel — Down from the mountain

Sometimes we experience powerful moments of connection with God or with other people. Sometimes this might
be through a special experience of nature; a meaningful retreat experience; a powerful sense of being ‘in tune’ with
another person; a reflective prayer experience; or some other significant experience. The temptation when we have
these experiences is to wish that we could remain in the experience. The challenge, however, is to take that
experience back into the everyday of our lives — changed by it without remaining in it.

Have you thought? Transfigured / Transformed

Jesus’ transfiguration was a physical transformation that was able to be witnessed by his disciples. In our lives we
have many transforming moments but they are rarely as physically obvious to others as Jesus’ transfiguration.
Sometimes we fail to recognise a transformative event until well after the fact — sometimes years later. It might be
nice if our clothes began to shine white whenever something significant and transformative was happening to us! It
might help us to pay attention to the important and life-changing moments of our lives instead of letting them slip
by!
