The Vatican spokesperson, Matteo Bruni, said the pope
noon Angelus prayer in his hospital suite.

One of the last people to see Francis on Wednesday before he left the
Vatican for the hospital was the Rev. Enzo Fortunato, spokesman of the
Basilica of St Francis of Assisi.

He was very serene, very tranquil, and he encouraged us to go on,”
Fortunato recalled. “This really hit me because it means he is not a man who

is self-centred but focused on others. We said to him “Courage, and we will support you with our prayers.”
