 Gospel Reflection Sr Veronica Lawson RSM   

Loss is part of the human condition, and the physical death of a loved one is among the 

most painful experiences of loss. Today’s Feast of the Ascension invites us to face the 

experience of loss in a transformative way. In Ordinary Time, we celebrate the life and 

ministry of Jesus. Over the period of Lent and Easter, we have been remembering his 

death and resurrection. As we approach the end of the Easter season, the liturgy draws 

us into another aspect of the Mystery, that of the presence and absence of Jesus who  

has been raised. 

The Lukan Ascension stories as found in the gospel and in today’s first reading (Acts 

1:1-11) presuppose a pre-scientific, three-tiered understanding of the structure of the 

world. In this ancient view, God is in the heavens above and the prophet Jesus, like the 

prophet Elijah of old, is caught up into God’s realm from whence the Holy Spirit will 

“descend” upon God’s people. This vertical (up and down) movement is balanced by a 

horizontal movement. 

In the gospel account, the disciples gathered in Jerusalem are to be witnesses to the 

death and resurrection of Jesus. They are to proclaim a gospel of “repentance and 

forgiveness”. In the gospel (Luke 24:47) their audience is “all peoples”, while in Acts 1:8, 

they are commissioned to be witnesses to Jesus “in all Jerusalem, in Judaea, Samaria, 

and to the ends of the earth”. In other words, the good news is not only for the earth’s 

human inhabitants but for the earth itself. Pope Francis, in calling us to be attentive to 

the cry of the poor, insists that the earth itself is “among the most maltreated and 

abandoned of our poor” (Laudato Si’ 2).
