For in
those days before the Flood people were eating, drinking, taking wives, taking husbands, right up to
the day Noah went into the ark, and they suspected nothing till the Flood came and swept all away. It
will be like this when the Son of Man comes. Then of two men in the fields one is taken, one left; of
two women at the millstone grinding, one is taken, one left.

‘So stay awake, because you do not know the day when your master is coming. You may be quite
sure of this that if the householder had known at what time of the night the burglar would come, he
would have stayed awake and would not have allowed anyone to break through the wall of his house.
Therefore, you too must stand ready because the Son of Man is coming at an hour you do not
expect.’

The Gospel of the Lord. All: Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ

REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate

Our Lord loved to unfurl the scroll of the Prophet Isaiah in his local synagogue. The poetic image of
swords being hammered into ploughshares reverberated into his renouncing violence against the
Roman occupying army in his own time. When will this picture come true for all human beings for all
time?

Only God knows! We don’t know any more than we know when a burglar might target our home. But
our ignorance of God’s timetable is no excuse for being fatalistic and sleepy. We have our own span
of life providing the timetable for our own contribution to the hammering of swords into ploughshares.

Recent Popes, especially St John Paul Il, have taken up this theme for our times, teaching more
restrictive criteria for using armed force, even dropping the term ‘just war’ to very small print in the
Catechism. We could pause for a moment to pray to be awake to our opportunities to shape society in
the light of the vision of Isaiah and the practice of Jesus the Prince of Peace.
