CHILDREN 
The World Day Against 
Child Labor is held annually 
on June 12.                               
It is an international day to 
raise awareness and 
prompt action to stop child 
labour in all of its forms. The 
International Labour Organ-
ziation (ILO) launched the 
World Day Against Child 
Labour in 2002. Since then, 
the day has focused attention on the prevalence 
of child labour throughout the world and the ac-
tion and efforts essential to eliminating it. Around 
the world, there are 152 million children in child 
labour; 73 million of them are engaged in haz-
ardous work that directly harms their health, 
safety or moral development.
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
