Supporting Adults becoming Catholic
In both Creswick and Daylesford Parishes
we have adults in the process of becoming
Catholic.

2024 Sacramental Programs
Both Creswick and Daylesford Parishes,
together with St Augustine’s and St
Michael’s Parish Primary Schools are
offering sacramental programs in 2024.
