AUSTRALIAN BISHOPS JOIN CALL FOR 
ACTION ON CLIMATE CHANGE

Australian bishops joined more than 170 
faith leaders from across the Commonwealth 
calling on governments to turn “words into 
action” on climate change. Source: The Cath-
olic Leader. 
 
Brisbane Archbishop Mark Coleridge, vice-
president Australian Catholic Bishops Con-
ference, on behalf of the Australian bishops, 
was one of dozens of signatories of a letter 
that states “not even the remotest corner of 
the Commonwealth remains unaffected” by 

the changing climate, with the greatest im-
pact felt by the poorest people in the group 
of nations. 
 
Archbishops, church moderators and rabbis 
from all continents in the Commonwealth 
have signed the letter delivered to politi-
cians attending the Commonwealth Heads of 
Government Meeting to pursue “every ef-

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fort” to keep global temperature rises below the 
Paris Agreement target of 1.5 degrees Celsius 
 
The meeting took place at Buckingham Palace, St 
James’ Palace and Windsor Castle from April 16-
20. 
 
“At the scale of the Commonwealth we can see that 
the crisis of poverty and the crisis of ecology are 
one; each of our faith traditions reminds us of the 
deep interconnectedness of people and our plan-
et," the letter states. 
 
“As a common problem, this crisis requires a com-
mon solution. And it is needed now. 
 
“The Charter of the Commonwealth affirms the 
foundations for cooperation between Common-
wealth nations. But it is time to turn words into ac-
tion. We call on the Heads of Government gather-
ing in London to commit to urgent action on climate 
change adaptation and mitigation in line with the 
Paris Agreement and to pursue every effort to 
keep the increase in average global temperature 
below 1.5 degrees.” 
 
The official website for the summit said that “urgent 
action” on climate change was needed “to reduce 
vulnerability and increase resilience” and noted 
that 39 of the 53 Commonwealth countries were 
classed as small or vulnerable states. 
 
The faith leaders’ statement is the latest in a series 
of calls by religious figures for action on climate 
change at international summits. 
 
Several heads of government cited Pope Francis’s 
encyclical on the environment as a catalyst for the 
success of the UN climate talks that resulted in the 
Paris Agreement in 2015.  
 
 

SCRIPTURE REFLECTION: 
 

Today we reflect on 
the way salvation 
brings an ecclesial 
community into being. 
This community is 
joined to Jesus as 
branches are part of 
the vine. It is a multi-
faceted community, 
devoted to good 
works and to prayer. 

 
The image of the vine and the branches 
is an intimate characterisation of the 
community of believers who share the 
same divine life. This community thrives 
on Christ’s resurrected life that surges 
through all of its members. The early 
church was a multi-ethnic community. It 
included inhabitants from Jerusalem, 
Judea, Galilee, Samaria and even Da-
mascus. Some of these people were firm-
ly rooted in Jewish customs, others were 
more Greek in their culture. It was the 
fulfilment of the promises made so often 
in the past, that the saving power of 
God would reach the whole world. 
 
Our own ecclesial community of believers 
is also multi-ethnic. Where formerly par-
ishes or liturgical assemblies might be 
made up of people of only one ethnic 
identity or economic status, today there 
is much greater diversity and rapid 
change of character. Like the early 
Christians, we too are often suspicious of 
newcomers. In the face of all of this vari-
ety, we are called to open our hearts to 
the various manifestations of God’s pow-
er and to fashion a community that gives 
glory to God. Today’s readings remind 
us that we demonstrate our love for God 
and for each other in the way we live. 
Joined to Christ as branches are part of 
the vine, we too are enlivened and 
thereby bear fruit in abundance. 
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
