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Walk for Justice for Refugees. 
 

Among those processing from the cathedral to the 
library were groups drawn from the Catholic edu-
cation and wider social justice community. 
 

The Walk for Justice for Refugees rally was sup-
ported by over 100 advocacy, faith and welfare 
organisations, including the Asylum Seeker Resource 
Centre, Catholic Alliance for People Seeking Asy-
lum, Jesuit Social Services, National Council of 
Churches of Australia and Refugee Council of Aus-
tralia. 
 

In Bendigo, about 50 people from church and refu-
gee support groups held a “gathering of peace 
and justice” at Charing Cross, the Bendigo Advertis-
er reported. 
 

They listened to speeches, and poems from people 
currently detained were read out. 
 

Ken Rookes, of the Rural Australians for Refugees, 
said the movement would never go away – and the 
imagery of Jesus riding in to Jerusalem on a don-
key remained as important now as it did more than 
2000 years ago. 
 

“It was a political act, an act which directly chal-
lenges the leadership of his nation,” Mr Rookes 
said. 
 

“Jesus saved his sharpest condemnation for the 
powerful men who ruled his nation, denouncing 
them as hypocrites for pretending to follow God 
and yet being indifferent in their attitudes towards 
the poor, the weak and the vulnerable. 
 

“A week later … those same leaders would falsely 
accuse him, discredit him, and see him condemned 
to death. 
 

“Two thousand years later nothing much has 
changed.” 
 

Meanwhile, 95 advocate groups across Australia 
banded together yesterday to oppose planned 
eligibility changes to a program that provides an 
allowance, casework support, housing assistance 
and counselling to potential refugees on temporary 
visas. 
 

The changes by the Turnbull Government could 
result in homelessness and destitution, refugee ad-
vocates including Catholic Social Services Australia 
and the St Vincent de Paul society said yesterday. 

SCRIPTURE REFLECTION: 
 

Easter is the season of mystagogical cat-
echesis, that instruction that unpacks the 
hidden mystery of the experience of the 
sacraments of initiation received or re-
newed at Easter. The readings of each 
Sunday concentrate on some aspect of this 
mystery. The central theme of this Sunday 
is newness of life in Christ. This newness is 
not without its historical context. It burst 
forth first in the resurrection of Christ, and 
then through the preaching of the first 
Christians. 
 
The readings testify that if we die with 
Christ, we will appear with him in glory; if 
we cast out the old yeast, we will be fresh 
dough. And when this wondrous transfor-
mation takes place, everything is new; 
everything is fresh. To what newness are 
we called? To what must we die in order to 
rise transformed? What old yeast of cor-
ruption must be cast out in order that we 
might be fresh dough? At Easter we renew 
our baptismal vows. What is it that we 
really renounce? Ours is a world of vio-
lence, of prejudice, of indifference. Too 
often we harbour feelings of anger and 
resentment, of selfishness and disdain. 
Easter proclaims that Christ has died and 
has risen; with him we die to all of the 
wickedness in our lives and in our world, 
and we set our hearts on higher things, on 
sincerity and on truth.
