Richard of Wyche, also known as Richard of Chichester, was born at Wyche (Droitwich), Worcestershire, England. He was orphaned 
when he was quite young. He retrieved the fortunes of the mismanaged estate he inherited when he took it over, and then turned it 
over to his brother Robert. Richard refused marriage and went to Oxford, where he studied under Grosseteste and met and began a 
lifelong friendship with Edmund Rich. Richard pursued his studies at Paris, received his M.A. from Oxford, and then continued his stud-

Or 
organise a special meeting. Discuss social issues of your local community. Identify needs. Invite experts and guest speakers. 
Address issues that concern you. Join campaigns of like-minded groups. 
Consider what your parish and community groups can do to mark Anti-Poverty Week. In 2017, it runs from 15 to 21 October. 
Don’t waste the gift of living within a democracy. Meet with your local State and Federal Member of Parliament. Voice your 
concerns. Seek action. (Federal contact details) Give voice to those who are excluded – email, write letters, call talk-back radio, 

call your MP. Submit articles to your local newspaper. Raise awareness. Challenge myths and stereotypes. Bring about change.
