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Going home

The wise men, or Magi, are warned in a
dream not to go back to Herod and they
g0 home by a different way. How could
they do anything but go home another
way - indeed, go home as different
people? They are changed by their
encounter with the child Jesus and they
go home a different way; in a different
state; in a whole different frame of

mind. When we genuinely encounter
Jesus - in scripture, in life, in prayer,
in ourselves - then we cannot go home
the same way; we must go home by a
different way as the Magi did.
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Epiphany

Today the Church celebrates the
Solemnity of the Epiphany. "The
Lord and ruler is coming; king-
ship is his, and government and
power." With these words the
Church proclaims that today's
feast brings to a perfect fulfill-
ment all the purposes of Advent.
Epiphany means manifestation.
What the Church celebrates to-
day is the manifestation of our
Lord to the whole world; after
being made known to the shep-
herds of Bethlehem He is re-
vealed to the Magi who have
come from the East to adore
Him. Christian tradition has
ever seen in the Magi the first
fruits of the Gentiles; they lead
in their wake all the peoples of
the earth, and thus the Epiph-
any is an affirmation of univer-
sal salvation. St. Leo brings out
this point admirably in a ser-
mon, read at Matins, in which
he shows in the adoration of the
Magi the beginnings of Christian
faith, the time when the great
mass of the heathen sets off to
follow the star which summons
it to seek its Saviour

The Christmas season reaches an
apex with the Epiphany. In some
liturgical traditions, it is the cen-
tral celebration of Christmas. It
commemorates not only the
birth of Christ and the visit of the
Magi, but also his baptism in the
Jordan and the manifestation of
his glory at the wedding feast of
Cana. In the Roman Catholic tra-
dition, the focus is on the visit of
the Magi and the implications of
that visit for the glorious mani-
festation of God to all the peo-
ples of the world.

There is a wonderful summons
to alertness and presence of
mind and heart, a call for all the
nations to witness the marvel-
lous works of God that shine as
light in the midst of the sur-
rounding darkness. The light of
God is known in the ways in
which the most vulnerable in the
city are cared for and acknowl-
edged. In just action and right-
eousness, the city becomes the
beacon of God, and all the na-
tions are attracted by this light.
The quality of the light leads the
way through the darkness and
sustains the world in goodness
and peace.

The manifestation of God
among us changes the ways in
which we perceive each other.
Christ's birth provides us with
the light by which we see a new
criterion for relating. The Magi
represent the multi-ethnic and
cultural diversity in civic and
parish situations, as well as the
many religions of the world. All
people, regardless of race or eth-
nic origin, can be co-heirs with
Christ
