i Hello Everyone, :

i By now you have probably heard that there is to be a week of COVID
{lockdown throughout Victoria from midnight tonight (Thursday May 27).

| This will require adjustments in various areas of our lives, with limited reasons
i for leaving home and the need to wear masks everywhere when we do leave
‘home. ;
i Most school students will need to switch to online learning for the week. Our

| Catholic Education Office has provided information to schools about the
rarrangements to be made.

iThe following provisions apply to places of worship for the coming week: :
i No in-person gatherings are permitted. Broadcast services are allowed, with a
maximum of five people. ;
' Funerals: A maximum of 10 people are allowed at funerals, plus those

i conducting the service. Children under 12 months are not counted towards
ithe cap of 10.

i Weddings: Weddings are not permitted unless deportation or end-of-life
irreasons apply. If those reasons do apply, the wedding gathering is limited to
five people, including the two people getting married, a celebrant, and two
witnesses.

Living the Word: The symbolic gesture of the Sign of the
Cross gathers our whole being into the mystery of the Trinity
—our God who is three in one. Using three fingers of the
right hand we trace the cross by touching our forehead,
heart and shoulders. This encompasses our intellectual,
emotional and working lives and gathers ourselves together
in the name of God and of the Cross which freed us.

Daily Prayer: Lord our God, whose voice we have heard
in our midst, whose face we have seen in Christ Jesus, and
whose Spirit dwells within us: Baptised in your name we
embrace what Jesus has commanded of us. Remembering
that Jesus is with us always, we pray that our witness be
effective, in the power of the Spirit who makes us your
children.

| Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity. This feast invites us
1to consider what we believe about God, who has
irevealed himself to us in the Trinity, one God in three

i Persons.The Gospel for this Solemnity is taken from the
: Gospel of Matthew. In its conclusion, Matthew’s Gospel
i quickly moves from the disciples’ discovery of Jesus’
rempty tomb and Jesus’ appearance to Mary Magdalene
‘and the other Mary to the commission that Jesus gives
:to his disciples in today’s Gospel.

i The final commission, as this part of Matthew’s Gospel
1is sometimes called, is given on the mountaintop.

: Throughout Scripture, many of the most important
ievents happen on a mountaintop, and Matthew used

i this motif often. Peter, James, and John saw Jesus

i transfigured on the mountaintop, and Jesus taught the
icrowds from the mountaintop in the Sermon on the

i Mount. In today’s Gospel, the eleven disciples go the

mountaintop in Galilee, as Jesus had instructed them
through Mary Magdalene and the other Mary. They see
Jesus, and they worship and doubt at the same time. |
Jesus approaches them and commissions them to
baptize and teach. It is a task for which Jesus had
previously prepared his disciples; recall that Jesus had
already sent the twelve apostles to preach the Kingdom
of God and to heal. Yet earlier, the Twelve were sent
only to the House of Israel; in this final commission, the |
eleven are told to go to all nations. The mission of i
Jesus is now to be taken to all people, and the task is to |
baptize and to teach. |
Jesus commissions his disciples to baptize in the name |
of the Trinity; this is one of the clearest attestations for
Baptism in the name of the Holy Trinity found in !
Scripture. Other New Testament references to Baptism
describe it as being celebrated in the name of Jesus. As |
we read this Gospel on the Solemnity of the Most Holy
Trinity, we are reminded that this central mystery of

faith is meant to be lived. As baptized Christians, we |
share in the life of the blessed Trinity and seek to invite |
others to share in God’s love. !
