Focus on the Scriptures

Today'’s liturgy celebrates the feast of the Holy Family; recognising the
important role Joseph and Mary played in the life of Jesus and also
celebrating the role of family in all of our lives. However, the gospel
reading is the conclusion of the infancy narrative — the ‘what hap-
pened next’ part of the story of the birth of Jesus. Apart from the in-
volvement of the holy family, the passage doesn’t appear to have a lot
of connection with the celebration of the feast of the Holy Family. This
isn't really surprising as the gospels are accounts of the life of Jesus —
predominantly his active ministry — and don’t give many details at all of
his childhood and family life. However, what we can see in the
passage is that Joseph quickly adopted a role of protector of his wife
and child and did all he could to keep them from harm. His family was
vitally important to Joseph and he took the extreme measure of fleeing
his homeland to protect them. © Greg Sunter
