ENCOUNTERING THE WORD THROUGH
GODLY PLAY

The heart of Godly play is the telling of a
story to children; from memory, using con-
crete materials. Godly Play is an approach
to children's spiritual formation that is
based on creating a sacred space in which
to present the stories of our faith, wonder
about them together, and then allow the
children open-ended opportunities, to en-
gage with the story on their own terms.
After a time of exploring the story with
wondering, the story is put away, the chil-
dren choose the art supplies they would like
[to work with, in response to what they feel
|is most important in the story, or most inter-
esting.

SCRIPTURE REFLECTION:

We all have dreams for the future,
dreams about success and well-being.

Abraham was promised an heir; he
relinquished his hold on his heir, and
he was granted heirs beyond count-
ing. Jesus came as a Rabbi; he al-
lowed himself to be handed over to
death, and he was revealed as the
beloved Son of God.

Those preparing for Baptism might be
asked to relinquish the dreams that
they previously held in order to em-
brace the future God has in store for
them. We who are already joined to
Christ will be asked to recommit our-
selves to this transformative experi-
ence. Do we have faith, or do we
need a glimpse of Christ’s transfigura-
tion in order to believe in his resurrec-
tion? Do we have to see and touch
Jesus, or are we able to believe be-
cause we have heard his message?
God’s future in Christ is open to us, but
we must accept it in faith, even when
we do not fully understand what it
means.
