Focus on the Scripture 

The Jews thought of themselves as the chosen people so they were in a 

privileged relationship with God.  In this text Jesus shatters some illusions.  

There is no privileged entry to the kingdom of God by those who see 

themselves as ‘religious insiders’. This is equally directed to the disciples.  It 

is not enough that they have shared a meal with Jesus or have heard his 

word.  They must respond to the word and act on it.  They must enter by 

the narrow door, and this requires great effort, or else those who thought 

themselves ‘insider’ could find themselves ‘outside’ while others, ‘the  

outsiders’, will find their way ahead of them.  This radical reversal of  

values and expectations would shock those who think they are on the 

‘inside’.   

 

Getting through the narrow door is  

difficult and we may feel tempted to go 

around instead.  Is there a narrow door in 

your life which you must go through 

rather than go around?
