Gospel Reflection by Greqg Sunter

Today’s liturgy celebrates the feast of the Holy Family; recognising the im-
portant role Joseph and Mary played in the life of Jesus and also celebrating the role of
family in all of our lives. However, the gospel reading is the conclusion of the infancy narra-
tive — the ‘what happened next’ part of the story of the birth of Jesus. Apart from the in-
volvement of the holy family, the passage doesn’t appear to have a lot of connection with
the celebration of the feast of the Holy Family. This isn’t really surprising as the gospels are
accounts of the life of Jesus — predominantly his active ministry —and don’t give many de-
tails at all of his childhood and family life. However, what we can see in the passage is that
Joseph quickly adopted a role of protector of his wife and child and did all he could to keep
them from harm. His family was vitally important to Joseph and he took the extreme meas-
ure of fleeing his homeland to protect them.

The passage in the lectionary skips over three verses from the gospel (16-18) that describe
Herod’s massacre of all boys under the age of two born in Bethlehem and its surrounds. Jo-
seph’s fears for the safety of his family were very real! Even after the death of Herod, when
Joseph is advised to return to his own country, he finds that Archelaus, one of Herod’s sons,
is in control of Judaea. Bethlehem was in Judaea and so Joseph and his family may still have
been in danger. Instead of returning home, they made a new life in Nazareth in the Galilee
region.
